Some lockers in K & L Blocks are
available for hire at $10.00 for the
year.

Students are required to supply their
own locks. If required these can be
purchased from Birchalls.

Please check your purchases against
the lists provided as no claim for
shortages will be considered after you
have left the sales area.

You are advised to retain all receipts
and summary lists for possible future
reference.

All Year 11 & 12 students pay a
general LEVY which provides for
essential learning materials. For full-
time students the levy is $275. For
part-time students the levy is $70.05
per 150 hour subiject. Parents/
Guardians/Students have the choice
of paying the general levy upfront
during book sales days or
alternatively waiting for an Invoice to
be issued in March 2010.
Arrangements can be made if you
wish to pay by instalments.

While the general levy covers all of
the basic materials needed in most
subjects, other subject levies may be
applicable dependent on course
selection. These will need to be paid
before commencement of Term One
to ensure materials can be issued to
students.

Families on low income or
grandparents raising grandchildren
who are eligible for the Student
Assistance Scheme (STAS) will not
be required to pay the general or
other subject levies.

Students who leave early may be
eligible for a general levy refund,
proportionally based on how long you
have been in the course. All levy
refunds are subject to an official
leaver’s form being completed

Students will require textbooks and
the usual supply of pens, erasers,
writing pads, binders and refill etc.

In addition there are certain subjects
that require special items and these
are listed in the Textbook and

Stationery List 2010.
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Levies, locker and magazine
payments and the purchase of
stationery and textbooks will take
place on the following dates:

25 January 2010 Surnames A-G
27 January 2010 Surnames H-M
28 January 2010 Surnames N-Z

9.00 am — 3.00 pm

The general sale of textbooks and
stationery will take place in the
Maths area located in L Block.

Levy, Magazine and Locker
payments are made in the K Block
Cafeteria.

Please have your Levy Payment
Sheet (located at the back of the
Textbook and Stationery List 2010)
completed before you reach the
counter in the Levy Payment Area.

If you have been approved for
Student Assistance Scheme (STAS)
you should bring your approval letter
with you and the Textbook and
Stationery List should also be
completed ready for endorsement at
the Levy counter.

Cash, Cheque, Visa or MasterCard
may be used to make payments for
levies, textbook and stationery
purchase. EFTPOS facilities are
available.

If payment is made by cheque, TWO
cheques will be required. One drawn
in favour of the relevant entity you are
enrolling with (“Tasmanian Academy”
or “Tasmanian Polytechnic”) for
Levies, the other to “Birchall's
Bookshop Ltd” for Textbooks and
Stationery

Students will have the opportunity to
obtain their 2010 Student ID Card
during Book Sales and Levy Payment
days (25/27/28 January). Please
ensure you bring sufficient ID to verify
your identity. This is required before
your card will be printed. ID Cards
will also be available at the
commencement of Term One from
the Library.
